The laboratory manual consists of two sections: Pronunciation and
Spoken and Listening Activities. In the first section, you will hear the
Essential Vocabulary presented at the end of each chapter in your text-
book. While listening to the tape, you should look at your vocabulary
list, for which the reference page in your textbook is provided, and
repeat the items to familiarize yourself with the visual symbols and their
sounds. The second section provides supplementary listening and oral -
production exercises to complement those in the text. The exercises
include formation exercises, true/false and multiple-choice exercises,
